¥ Discussions of Jefferson's Declaration of Independ-
ence resulted in some minor changes, but the spirit of
the document was unchanged. The process of revi-
sion continued through all of July 3 and into the late
afternoon of July 4, when the Declaration was offi-
cially adopted. Of the 13 colonies, nine voted in favor
of the Declaration, two -- Pennsylvania and South
Carolina -- voted No, Delaware was undecided and
New York abstained.

History has taught that we don’t have to agree to
make a choice that is best for all, we just have to rely
on the majority of choice and support that right.
