With July nearly behind us and August brightly shining in the 
near future, I have had a number of interesting and enlightening 
conversations this month. 
 
My schedule for August will include my Official Visit to Fall City 
Commandery #30 on August 9th.  Depending how the day goes I 
may or may not make the Chapter and Council meetings prior to 
the Commandery meeting.
